For the evening performance on Thursday, please ensure your child is in school for 5.30pm.  The 

performance lasts approximately one hour.  If you are not attending the performance on 

Thursday evening please collect your child from their classroom at approximately 7pm.  Please 

make sure you tell an adult you are leaving when you collect your child.  Thank you. 
 

For the evening performance only, there will be some parking available on the school site.  Please 

drive through the car park to the playground.  As there will not be a steward to help with parking, 

please can I urge you to drive with extreme caution.  If you are parking in the village please 

ensure you park considerately.  Thank you.  
 

I am sorry that we are unable to offer a crèche for the Thursday evening performance; however 

we have a few children already booked into our crèche for the Wednesday afternoon and 

Thursday morning performances.  Just to remind you that the crèche must be booked in advance 

for pre-school children and babies.
